|. Divide the class into small groups, and assign each group a different habitat (Woodlands, Rain Forest, Prairie,
Plains, Jungle, Ocean, Desert). Tell the students they are going to make decorative mobiles for their habitats!
2. First, give the groups pieces of construction paper and have them create a header for the mobile,

3. Invite group members to look through the books and magazines to find different animals that live in their
assigned habitat. Have the children choose four or five animals to draw or cut out. Tell students to glue
the magazine pictures onto construction paper.

4. Challenge students to write a few facts about each animal on the backs of the pictures. Encourage
students to use the books and magazines—or the Internet—for their research.

5. Help students punch holes and use different lengths of yarn to attach the animals to the hanger.
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
